Radio Asia project presents extraordinary, niche artists whose musical explorations showcase the traditional music of their countries, while also going way beyond it. We invite you to three unique concerts: swinging Korean synth-pop by Jeong Cha-sik, freestyle from the borderlands of Burma, Laos, and Thailand by Rasmee Wayrana, and the hypnotic sounds of marimba a la Japanese presented by Midori Takada.

 

25 X Jeong Cha-sik (South Korea)

An artistic individuality and an outsider - Jeong Cha-sik is a rock veteran and a legend of the Korean indie scene of the 1990s. For 15 years, he was the lead singer of a cult heavy-metal group, Rainy Sun, whose experimental, psychedelic music was quite different from the Korean mainstream. In 2011, he decided to start his solo career. Since then he has released three albums, created almost entirely by himself.

Jeong Cha-sik's music borders on psychedelic rock, trip-hop, folk, tango, synth-pop, and traditional Korean music. He draws freely from world music, using the rhythm of flamenco, Jamaican riddims, and the sound of the French barrel organs. His deliberately kitschy, oftentimes wedding-styled melodies, are contrasted with the deep, drunken incantations, metal growls, or a nostalgic falsetto.

Jeong Cha-sik is an artist full of contradictions, who is not taking himself too seriously – he called his Berlin club tour “Nick Cave meets Korean Cabaret.”
 

29 XI Rasmee Wayrana (Thailand)

Rasmee Wayrana is a rising star of the Thai world music scene. She comes from Isan, a region in northeastern Thailand, where she gained popularity playing traditional molam music. After moving to Chiang Mai, an atmospheric town, famous for great coffee and its arts and crafts, Rasmee discovered a vivid music scene, dominated by jazz, funk, and R&B. Combining these genres with the traditional molam music resulted in what she called “Isan Soul” - an emotional, energetic mix based on charismatic vocals and guitar sounds.

Her debut album, “Isan Soul,” and the song “Maya” won the prestigious Kom Chad Leuk Music Awards this year. The artist herself received the award for Best Singer.

The tactful, passionate way in which Rasmee Wayrana combines the molam she knows from her childhood with the modern, multicultural sound of Chiang Mai, is definitely worth a listen.

20 XII Midori Takada (Japan)

Midori Takada is a composer, multi percussionist, and a theater artist renown in the Japanese vanguard circles. Her hypnotic, minimalist music is based in the concept of coherence between the sound and the human body. She performs solo on marimba and other percussion instruments, often accompanied by electronic experiments. The minimalist, contemplative music is filled with infinity and remind you of a moon voyage, falling stars, a journey into the ocean, or a walk in the paradise garden. The trans melodies, initially simple, begin to loop and splinter, their rhythm breaks and thickens, slowly drawing the listener into another reality.

Every performance of Midori Takada is unique and prepared especially for that occasion. The December concert in TR Warszawa will be a unique, one-of-a-kind experience.
