"36" and "Ilo Ilo" honoured at 7th Five Flavours
Thai feature "36" directed by Nawapol Thamrongrattanarit was named by People's Jury the best film of the New Asian Cinema section at 7th Five Flavours Film Festival. Anthony Chen's "Ilo Ilo" was honoured with the special mention.

The awards were presented at the closing ceremony of the festival, on 10th November at Kino Muranow in Warsaw.
Both films were chosen by People's Jury who selected the best feature from the films included in the New Asian Cinema section which involved new productions from China, Hong Kong, Korea, Singapore, Sri Lanka, Thailand, Vietnam and Burma/Taiwan.

The Jury members decided to award "36" for "[being] a proposal, in which a bold visual statement becomes an integral part of the story about the role of memory, [which is] more and more frequently replaced by digital recording. For combining this perspective with a simple, nostalgic story about a blooming feeling."


New Asian Cinema is the Five Flavours' competition. The best titles are awarded by members of People's Jury who are chosen by application. The idea of the jury is simple: 13 Asian cinema fans meet in Warsaw at the Warsaw's edition of the festival to watch and discuss the competition titles and select the best film.

The closing ceremony of the 7th edition of Five Flavours Film Festival was held in Warsaw, Poland, on 10th November. This year's programme involved 36 full lenght features as well as a selection of short and mid-length titles.
