"Hanyut" to close Five Flavours Film Festival

The 7th Five Favours Film Festival will take place between 4th and 11th November 2013. The programme includes five sections. The festival opens with Ann Hui's " A Simple Life", and closes with "Hanyut/Almayer's Folly"directed by U-Wei Bin HajiSaari - the Five Flavours screenings are its European premiere.

The festival closes with an adaptation of Joseph Conrad's novel "Almayer's Folly", directed by a renown Malaysian director U-Wei Bin HajiSaari. This story of a Dutch merchant, set in the colonial Malaysia, presents the multinational community where the cultures of the West and the East intertwine. The film's budget was RM13 million – since majority of the Malaysian filmmakers spent less than RM2 million on their producitions, it makes "Hanyut" one of the most expensive motion pictures from this country. The production crew included Polish filmmakers – cinematographer, Arkadiusz Tomiak, and composer Cezary Skubiszewski. The film was shot on locations in Kuala Lipis and Pekan, in Malaysia. U-Wei Bin HajiSaari and Arkadiusz Tomiak will be the guests of the European premiere of the film during Five Flavours FF.

Ann Hui is known for her auteur cinema, which often talks about important social issues, as well as some more intimate dilemmas. Her most famous films include "Boat People" (Tau ban no hoi, 1982), "Song of the Exile" (Ke tu qiu hen, 1990), and "Night and Fog" (Tin shui wai dik ye yu mo, 2009). "A Simple Life" (Tao jie, 2011), nominated for the Golden Lion at Venice IFF and awarded at numerous festivals around the world, is a story of Ah Tao, who fights for her dignity in the face of the approaching death. Her struggle, though immersed in understatements, is still of the utmost seriousness.

The programme of the Festival includes five sections:

· New Asian Cinema – a competition section, judged by People’s Jury, selected in a competition

· Focus: Hong Kong – a review of classic and contemporary cinema of Hong 

· Retrospective: Tetsuya Nakashima – the first Polish screening of 5 films directed by Nakashima

· Horror Cinema – a night with Asian horrors and thrillers

· Taiwan'16mm – films of the Taiwanese New Wave screened from 16mm film

As part of the Five Flavours' music program UhUhBoo Project, known from its collaboration with Park Chan-wook and Pina Bausch, performs on 26th November in TR Warszawa. 

The 7th edition of the Festival will take place in Warsaw in Kino Muranów and Kino Luna cinemas, between 4th and 11th November. Replicas: Kino Nowe Horyzonty cinema in Wrocław (8th-14th November) and Kino Kryterium cinema in Koszalin (15th-17th November).
