World premiere of "Homostratus" at Five Flavours Film Festival

The world premiere of "Homostratus" directed by Siu Pham (Vietnam, 2013), will take place at the 7th Five Flavours Film Festival (4-11 November, Warsaw, Poland). 

Siu Pham was born in Hanoi, studied philosophy at the University of Saigon, and history of art and acting in Switzerland. She was also engaged, among others, in Butoh dance, painting and theatrical directing, producing exhibitions and spectacles in Lausanne and Geneva. She works with Jean-Luc Mello, who records her shows and performances; they made three documentary films together. In "Homostratus" the multidisciplinary artistic duo shows their reflection on the society of consumption and excess in a provocative, uneasy form. The viewer drops in and out of the narrative rhythm, sails with it just to sink a moment later – a unique experience, a film which stays in your head for a long time. Afshin Salamian, the producer of the film, will be present at the premiere.

The programme of Five Flavours Film Festival

During the 8 days of Five Flavours Film Festival 51 films will be screened. But apart from the screenings, the Festival has many additional events – meetings, expositions, and urban games. 

The program is comprised of 5 sections:

· New Asian Cinema – the competition section, with 9 new films from East and South-East Asia, reviewed by People’s Jury (13 Asian cinema enthusiasts, chosen in a competition).

· Focus: Hong Kong – every year, the Festival presents the cinematography of one selected country. This year we focus on Hong Kong. The section includes classic productions directed by renown filmmakers (Johnnie To, Ann Hui), and new films made by upcoming directors. 

· Retrospective: Tetsuya Nakashima – a survey of the works of one of the most important and most recognizable of contemporary Japanese directors, whose films have never been shown in Poland. 

· Horror Cinema – horrors and thrillers presented at an all-night film marathon.

· Taiwan'16mm – films of the Taiwanese New Wave screened from 16mm film in TR Warszawa 

Three films will be presented as Special Screenings:

· "Grandmaster", dir. Wong Kar-wai, Hong Kong/China 2013

· "Hanyut/Almayer’s Folly", dir. U-Wei Bin HajiSaari, Malaysia 2013

· "Bad Film", dir. Sion Sono, Japan 1995/2013

The concert of UhUhBoo Project, known for the cooperation with Park Chan-wook and Pina Bausch, is the music part of the program of Five Flavours. The Koran band will play in TR Warszawa on 26th November. 

The program includes also the Asia Through the Lenses section, made up of the events taking place in Południk Zero café and in Bar Prasowy:

· Screenings of documentary films: "A2-B-C" (dir. Ian Ash, Japan, 2013), "Encroaching Nuclear Power Plant" (dir. Shinsuke Nakai, Japan 2013) "The Story of Grochu" (dir. Grzegorz Drozd, Poland 2013), "When I’m a Bird" (dir. Monika Pawluczuk, Poland 2013) -  Południk Zero.

· meetings: with Dorota Podlaska,  artist and author of illustrations for the Five Flavours catalogue, and with Jakub Mielnik, author of journalistic essay "Chronicle of the End of the World" – Południk Zero.

· Screening of "Warsawers" (dir. Anna Gajewska, Poland 2005): the screening will be accompanied by a meeting with its protagonists, who will speak about the changes which occurred in the years following the production of the film - Bar Prasowy. 

This year Five Flavours works together with Museum of Asia and Pacific and the Museum of Wola.Laboratory of the City:

· Temporary Exhibiton 25 Objects on Lot 11/1 - Operation Solec - A 12-hour long exhibition of objects from the collection of Asia and Pacific Museum, shown for the first time in the raw space of the yet unopened new building of the Museum at Solec 24. An additional attraction for those who like a little thrill is Operation Solec - an adventure field game with a pinch of Asian flavours. 

· Hong Kong Laboratory - A 2 day-long project prepared with the Museum of Wola. Laboratory of the city is a great opportunity to find out more about the culture and architecture of Hong Kong, using all the senses. The program includes: a walk through the streets of Warsaw led by film artists from Hong Kong, screenings of short films from the Fresh Wave program, children workshops with Archidzieciaki, and meetings and lectures concerning the character and the structure of the city.
